Allatoona Lake is nestled at the southern end of the Blue Ridge Mountains of
North Georgia and offers a diversity of habitats which contributes to the large
number of bird species. Located only 30 miles from Atlanta, Georgia, Allatoona is
situated on the Etowah River, a tributary of the Coosa river. Allatoona Dam
impounds run-off water from 1, 110 square miles into the lake. There is over 270
miles of shoreline and over 25,000 acres of project land surrounding the lake to
explore.

Songbirds can be seen from the many different hiking trails, observation areas,
and various habitat types. These diverse habitats range from grassy areas, pine
stands, mixed pine-hardwoods, upland hardwoods, cutovers, rivers, streams, and
lakes. Management activities focus on maintaining the diversity of each habitat and
creating more diversity. This type of management not only benefits the birds but
other species of wildlife and flora as well.

Spring and fall migrations bring the most species of birds. These birds are what
biologist call, neotropical migrants, birds that spend the spring and summer in the
United States and migrate to warmer climates in the fall. Yet other birds called
Passerines will just pass through the area while they are migrating to their summer
or winter ranges. But while they are here they fill the area with their joyful songs.
