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CHAPTER 2 ‑ CONTRACT MODIFICATIONS

SECTION 1 ‑ GENERAL

2.1.1   Purpose.  This section furnishes information on the types of contract modifications and instructions for processing modifications to construction contracts administered by the District.  These instructions incorporate current policies and procedures of South Atlantic Division.

2.1.2   Authorities.  The following is only a general division of authority.  No attempt is made herein to delineate Contracting Officer authority on other than construction type contracts.

            a.  Chief of Contracting/Contracting Officer.  Contracting authorities shall be as stated in FAR, DFARS, AFARS, EFARS, and ERs.
            b.  Administrative Contracting Officers (ACO).  Administrative Contracting Officer Warrants are requested and processed in accordance with PARC Instruction Letter (PIL) 2007-05, “Policy for Issuance of Contracting Officer Warrants.”    Consistent with the PIL, the ACO designation may typically give an ACO authority to:

             (1)  Execute contract modifications within the scope of work which do not exceed the ACO’s authority as designated in each contract and are under the following Contract Clauses: Changes, Differing Site Conditions, Variations in Estimated Quantity, Value Engineering and Suspension of Work;

             (2)  Execute contract modifications for time extensions of fixed‑priced contracts under the Default Clause; 

             (3)  Perform any of the contract administration functions in FAR 42.302, subject to the limitations above and as indicated in each contract.  All modifications beyond the authority of the ACO shall be coordinated with and issued by the Contracting Officer.

            c.  Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  All CORs are to be appointed by the Contracting Officer.  CORs perform those functions specifically designated in their letter of appointment, however in no instance may a COR make any commitments or changes affecting price, quality, quantity, delivery, or other terms and conditions of a contract.  Personnel to be appointed as COR’s must be approved, and their name maintained on file in Contracting Division.  New Area/Resident Engineers, or anyone that the Area/Resident Engineer desires to be available to act in the COR capacity, must send a listing of their qualifications in accordance with regulations to the Chief, Construction Division, for processing through Contracting Division.  These personnel will sign appropriate documents as follows:
