1.  I am requesting an administrative close out of this contract.  I am also requesting that excess funds be disposed of as indicated below.

2.  The contractor, Dewey, Cheatam, and Howe, was terminated for default by Modification R00020, dated 29 September 2000, for abandoning the contract.  The company is no longer in existence.  The president, Mr. Howe, disappeared without fulfilling his obligations to his suppliers and subcontractors.  The individuals that provided performance and payment bonds for the contract have no assets and have not fulfilled their obligations under their surety agreements.

3.  There is not an entity to make final payment of retained earnings.  Since Mr. Howe and the sureties did not request payment of the retainage, either before or after the termination, it is not likely they will come forward at this time.  Therefore, the retained earnings of $30,798.00 should be de-obligated and returned to the using agency.  

4.  The outstanding contract amount of $34,754.82 is de-obligated by Modification R00021.  Note that three purchase orders totaling $25,760.26 were issued to complete the work.  Once these orders are accounted for, any excess funds should be returned to the using agency.
