This District has received an application to modify a Department of the Army permit pursuant to Section
10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act (33 USC 403) and Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 USC 1344).

WORK: The permittee is requesting to modify activities authorized by SAM-2008-00603-JBM,
Modification 2 (Mod. 2), April 27, 2011. See the enclosed project description and drawings for
details. The permittee is proposing to make Modification 3 (Mod. 3) for the Pascagoula Base Qil
Project (PBOP) which includes additional piping within an existing pipeway to transport
feedstock and products, construction of a revetment for shoreline protection near Berth 7A and
rerouting of the existing Transportation Workers Identification Credential (TWIC) fence to
maintain port security. It also includes additional construction areas associated with the proposed
piping, revetment, access roads, trestles, berths and related facilities within the marine area. The
additional construction space will contribute to the safety and efficiency of the construction
activities. The permittee is proposing to modify permit SAM-2008-00603-JBM to fill 2.99 acres in
addition to the previously permitted 72.3 acres for a total of 75.29 acres of low-quality wetland;
construct 47,490 square feet of overwater structures in place of the previously permitted 45,792
square feet; and fill up to 0.22 acre of unvegetated benthic habitat for construction of the
revetment. Mitigation credits for wetland impacts will be obtained from the Rhodes Lake
Mitigation Area as authorized by U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) Permit SAM-2008-
00780-MBM.
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The permittee has applied for certification from the State of Mississippi in accordance with Section
401(a)(1) of the Clean Water Act and upon completion of the required advertising, a determination
relative to certification modification will be made Ref. WQC2008052 and WQC2009029.

The permittee has certified that the proposed activity complies with and will be conducted in a manner
that is consistent with the State Coastal Zone Management Program. A determination relative to
consistency of the modification will be made by the Mississippi Department of Marine Resources Ref.
DMR-080666.

This public notice is being distributed to all known interested persons in order to assist in developing
facts on which a decision by the Corps can be based. For accuracy and completeness of the record, all
data in support of or in opposition to the proposed work should be submitted in writing setting forth
sufficient detail to furnish a clear understanding of the reasons for support or opposition. The decision
whether to issue a permit modification will be based on an evaluation of the probable impact, including
cumulative impacts, of the proposed activity on the public interest. That decision will reflect the
national concern for both protection and utilization of important resources.

The benefit which reasonably may be expected to accrue from the proposal must be balanced against its
reasonably foreseeable detriments. All factors which may be relevant to the proposal will be
considered, including the cumulative effects thereof; among those are conservation, economics,
aesthetics, general environmental concerns, wetlands, cultural values, fish and wildlife values, flood
hazards, flood plain values, land use, navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water
supply and conservation, water quality, energy needs, safety, food production and in general, the needs
and welfare of the people. The Corps is soliciting comments from the public; Federal, State and local
agencies and officials; Indian Tribes; and other interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the
impacts of this proposed activity. Any comments received will be considered by the Corps to determine
whether to issue, modify, condition or deny a permit for this proposal. To make this decision, comments
are used to assess impacts on endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general
environmental effects and the other public interest factors listed above. Comments are used in the
preparation of an Environmental Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the
National Environmental Policy Act. Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing
and to determine the overall public interest of the proposed activity.

Any person may request, in writing, within the comment period specified in this notice, that a public
hearing be held to consider this application. Requests for public hearings shall state with particularity,
the reasons for holding a public hearing.

Evaluation of the probable impacts involving deposits of dredged or fill material into waters of the
United States will include the application of guidelines established by the Administrator of the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency.

During the review of the original application and previous requests for modification, coordination and
consultation with the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) regarding Essential Fish Habitat,
Mississippi Department of Archives and History regarding cultural resources and NMFS and U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service regarding threatened and endangered wildlife and plants (including Gulf sturgeon
critical habitat) has been conducted. No significant issues have been identified. Additional information
regarding these consultations is available upon request.
