This District has received an application to modify a Department of the Army permit pursuant to Section 
10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act (33 USC 403) and Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 USC 1344).

WATERWAY: Bayou Casotte, Pascagoula, Jackson County, Mississippi, Latitude 30.3339° North; 
Longitude 88.50991°West. 
 
WORK:  Chevron is requesting to modify the marine facilities which were authorized by SAM-2008-
00603-JBM, Modification (Mod.) 01 January 5, 2010.  See the enclosed project description and 
drawings for details.  The permittee is proposing to modify Permit SAM-2008-00603-JBM, Mod. 02 to 
fill 2.3 acres in addition to the previously permitted 69.99 acres for a total of 72.29 acres of low-quality 
wetlands; dredge 5.3 acres of water bottoms in addition to the previously permitted 6.9 acres to a depth 
of 45 feet below mean lower low water for a total of 12.2 acres, remove approximately 260,000 cubic 
yards of material in addition to the previously permitted 140,000 cubic yards of material for a total of 
approximately 400,000 cubic yards of material to be dredged; construct approximately 45,792 square 
feet of overwater structures in place of the previously permitted 35,396 square feet; remove 
approximately 17,780 square feet of over water structures; and place 17 mooring dolphins in Bayou 
Casotte for the purpose of upgrading and expanding their facilities. The dredged material will be placed 
in an approved beneficial use site, offshore disposal site, or upland location. Mitigation credits will be 
obtained from the Rhodes Lake Mitigation Area as authorized by U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) 
Permit SAM-2008-00780-MBM.  The project is located on Bayou Casotte, Pascagoula, Jackson 
County, Mississippi. 
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The permittee has applied for certification from the State of Mississippi in accordance with Section 
401(a)(1) of the Clean Water Act and upon completion of the required advertising, a determination 
relative to certification modification will be made Ref. WQC2008052. 
 
The permittee has certified that the proposed activity complies with and will be conducted in a manner 
that is consistent with the State Coastal Zone Management Program.  A determination relative to 
consistency of the modification will be made by the Mississippi Department of Marine Resources Ref. 
DMR-080666. 
 
This public notice is being distributed to all known interested persons in order to assist in developing 
facts on which a decision by the Corps can be based.  For accuracy and completeness of the record, all 
data in support of or in opposition to the proposed work should be submitted in writing setting forth 
sufficient detail to furnish a clear understanding of the reasons for support or opposition.  The decision 
whether to issue a permit modification will be based on an evaluation of the probable impact, including 
cumulative impacts, of the proposed activity on the public interest.  That decision will reflect the 
national concern for both protection and utilization of important resources. 
 
The benefit which reasonably may be expected to accrue from the proposal must be balanced against its 
reasonably foreseeable detriments.  All factors which may be relevant to the proposal will be considered, 
including the cumulative effects thereof; among those are conservation, economics, aesthetics, general 
environmental concerns, wetlands, cultural values, fish and wildlife values, flood hazards, flood plain 
values, land use, navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water supply and conservation, 
water quality, energy needs, safety, food production and in general, the needs and welfare of the people.  
The Corps is soliciting comments from the public; Federal, State and local agencies and officials; Indian 
Tribes; and other interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the impacts of this proposed 
activity.  Any comments received will be considered by the Corps to determine whether to issue, modify, 
condition or deny a permit for this proposal.  To make this decision, comments are used to assess 
impacts on endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects and the 
other public interest factors listed above.  Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental 
Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the National Environmental Policy 
Act.  Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing and to determine the overall 
public interest of the proposed activity. 
 
Any person may request, in writing, within the comment period specified in this notice, that a public 
hearing be held to consider this application.  Requests for public hearings shall state with particularity, 
the reasons for holding a public hearing. 
 
Evaluation of the probable impacts involving deposits of dredged or fill material into waters of the 
United States will include the application of guidelines established by the Administrator of the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency. 
 
This notice initiates the Essential Fish Habitat (EFH) consultation requirements of the Magnuson-
Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act.  The proposed modification would increase project 
dredging from 6.9 acres to 12.2 acres of estuarine substrate utilized by various life stages of red drum, 
Spanish mackerel and shrimp.  Our initial determination is that the proposed action would not have a 
substantial adverse impact on EFH or Federally managed fisheries. 
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The National Register of Historic Places has been consulted and no properties listed in or eligible for the 
National Register are known to exist which would be affected by the proposed work.  Cultural Resources 
field surveys for the majority of the area affected by this proposed Project, excluding the north woods 
lay-down yard, were completed by R. Christopher Goodwin and Associates, as part of 3 other projects, 
including; Gulfstream Pipeline Corridor (1999); Destin Pipeline Corridor (2000); and Proposed Casotte 
Landing Gas Import Terminal Project (2005).  No cultural resources were identified during these 
surveys. Based on the findings from these studies, as well as significant ground disturbance completed 
on the site during its previous development, it is the opinion of R. Christopher Goodwin and Associates 
that there is a "very low likelihood of a historic property being situated within the proposed project 
boundaries."  A letter requesting concurrence with this opinion was submitted to the Mississippi 
Department of Archives and History (MDAH) April 21, 2008, and cultural resources clearance for 
these areas was received from the MDAH May 19, 2008. 
 
P.E. LaMoreaux and Associates completed a cultural resources study of the north woods, including the 
area to be occupied by the north woods lay-down yard in May 2008.  The resulting report did not 
document the presence of any cultural resources in the north woods and recommended no additional 
investigation of the property.  A copy of the report was submitted to the MDAH May 16, 2008, for 
concurrence and cultural resources clearance for the north woods project area was received from 
the MDAH June 17, 2008. 
 
The Beebe Family Cemetery is located on the east bank of Bayou Casotte, in the general vicinity of the 
Wharf Area Construction.  This cemetery was established in the mid-1850s.  The Cemetery is enclosed 
by a fence and will not be impacted by the Project.  By letter dated June 25, 2008, the MDAH 
concurred with the permittee and stated no objection to the project.  The permit area for the 
proposed modification was included in the survey areas for the original permit as described above.  This 
review constitutes the full extent of cultural resources investigations unless comment to this notice is 
received documenting that significant sites or properties exist which may be affected by this work or that 
adequately documents that a potential exists for the location of significant sites or properties within the 
permit area.  Copies of this notice are being sent to the State Historic Preservation Officer and the U.S. 
Department of the Interior, National Park Service, Division of Archeological Services. 
 
Preliminary review of this application and the U.S. Department of the Interior List of Endangered and 
Threatened Wildlife and Plants indicate that the proposed activity will not affect listed endangered or 
threatened species.  Field surveys of the project area performed during April and December of 2005 did 
not identify any Federal or State-protected species.  Critical habitat for the endangered Gulf Sturgeon 
(Acipenser oxyrinchus desotoi) is identified in Federal Register Vol. 68 No. 53 (March 19, 2003).  
Bayou Casotte itself is not included in designated Gulf Sturgeon Critical Habitat (GSCH), but 
Mississippi Sound, outside the mouth of Bayou Casotte, is included.  Major shipping channels are 
excluded and Section 4(b)(2) of the final rule specifically excludes the approach channels to the Port of 
Pascagoula.  The permanent structures (wharfs, pilings) associated with the Modification will not be 
within GSCH.  Approximately 10.1 acres of the proposed dredging are within GSCH, approximately 
half of this area within the side slope of the existing Federal navigation channel.  The majority of the 
proposed dredging area within designated GSCH is the side slope of the proposed slip.  A Biological 
Assessment was provided by the permittee to the National Marine Fisheries Service and the Fish 
and Wildlife Service October 26, 2010.
