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The November 3 2003 Safety Manual is now in effect for most new contracts and government operations. A significant change in the new safety manual requires a durable permanent identification tag on all wire rope slings.  A visual inspection of the sling must be made every time the sling is to be used. If the working load limit tag is missing, illegible or incomplete that sling should not be used. It is worth noting that all published load limits and breaking strength apply to only new and unused wire rope slings. Failure to follow proper use, care and inspection criteria could result in severe personal injury or death.  Slings should not be loaded in excess of their working load limit. 








 15.E.06 Wire rope slings shall have affixed a durable permanent identification tag stating the diameter, rated load, lifting capacity in vertical, choker, basket configuration and date placed in service.
