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The November 3 2003 Safety Manual is now in effect for most new contracts and government operations. A significant change in the new safety manual for equipment on marine plants requires carbon monoxide, CO, monitors on dredges, crew boats, tenders and other boats with internal combustion engines onboard.  CO is the leading cause of accidental poisoning deaths in America, yet many people don't know they are suffering from CO poisoning until it's too late. 





The manual also reinforces the requirement for adequate fenders on all floating plants. 


 


19.A.05 Equipment requirements.


a.  Fenders shall be provided to prevent damage and sparking and to provide safe areas for workers exposed to pinching situations caused by floating equipment. 


h.  For floating plant with internal combustion engines, marine quality listed CO monitors shall be installed and maintained in all enclosed occupied spaces (crew quarters, pilot houses, etc.).
