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The November 3 2003 Safety Manual is now in effect for most new contracts and government operations.  A significant change in the new safety manual requires toilet facilities be provided with running water, soap and means of drying hands. If running water is not practical as for portable toilets then a hand sanitizer may be provided. 





02.D WASHING FACILITIES


02.D.01 Washing facilities shall be provided at toilet facilities and as needed to maintain healthful and sanitary conditions.  Washing facilities for persons engaged in the application of paints, coatings, herbicides, insecticides, or other operations where contaminants may be harmful shall be at or near the work site and shall be adequate for removal of the harmful substance.





02.D.02 Each washing facility shall be maintained in a sanitary condition and provided with water (either hot and cold running water or tepid running water), soap, and individual means of drying. However, where it is not practical to provide running water, hand sanitizers may be used as a substitute.
