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The November 3 2003 Safety Manual is now in effect for most new contracts and government operations. A change in the new safety manual wording outlaws the use of hand wheels with spokes on winches. Many of the older tugs and tenders still have hand wheels with spokes and knobs. This has been a serious safety hazard for years causing many a broken arm or leg. Typically deck hands try to tighten the last tension by inserting their foot on the downward spoke, and stand to use their body weight to increase the torque. If the dog slips or does not engage the leg or ankle can be caught in the wheel and brake or get cut off.
