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The November 3 2003 Safety Manual is now in effect for most new contracts and government operations. A change in the new safety manual, which will affect contractor operations, is the requirement for safety and occupational health deficiency tracking system and posting. The deficiency tracking is not a new requirement, but an implementation of the closed loop system for safety violations.

d.  The Contractor shall establish a safety and occupational health deficiency tracking system that lists and monitors the status of safety and health deficiencies in chronological order.  The list will be posted on the project safety bulletin board, will be updated daily, and will provide the following information:


(1) Date deficiency identified.�(2) Description of deficiency�(3) Name of person responsible for correcting deficiency.�(4)  Projected resolution date�(5)  Date actually resolved.
