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The 3 November 03 Safety Manual is now in effect for most new contracts and government operations.  Chapter 15 discusses RIGGING.  Not only do slings have to be rated, as discussed in Trivia #04, but now let’s talk shackles.  Please survey your shackles to insure compliance with the following requirement.  The Safety Office recommends that you color coordinate your shackles to match your slings, cables and miscellaneous rigging.  Mismatched cables and hardware is one of the biggest hazards involved with rigging.


15.F.06 Shackles.





a. Table 15-2 shall be used to determine the safe working loads of various sizes of shackles, except that higher safe working loads are permissible when allowed by the manufacturer if a safety factor of at least five is maintained.  Only marked shackles shall be used.





b. Shackles shall not be eccentrically loaded.
