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Another changes in the 3 November 03 Safety Manual, concerns protecting the eyesight of those persons that are considered blind in one eye.  Persons who are considered blind in one eye and who perform work other than administrative functions are at considerable risk for total blindness.  This risk deserves its own control measure.  Perform the position hazard analysis and/or activity hazard analysis for the associated work and include this specific control as applicable.  Insure the employee wears protective eyewear AT ALL TIMES while on the job.








05.B.03 Personnel who are considered blind in one eye and are working in other than administrative functions shall wear safety spectacles with side shields while on the job.
