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We are still discussing some of the many new and significant changes to the USACE Safety and Health Requirements Manual (EM 385-1-1) that affect crane and derrick operation.  Turn to paragraph 16.C.18 and let’s talk critical lifts.  Now, while this paragraph hasn’t changed drastically, turn to page Q-19 and let’s look at the NEW definition of a critical lift.  Some critical changes here!


 


16.C.18. Critical Lift plans.  Before making a critical lift, a qualified person shall prepare a critical lift plan.  (The qualified person preparing the plan may be the crane operator, lift supervisor, or the rigger).  The crane operator, lift supervisor, and rigger shall participate in the preparation.  The plan shall be documented and a copy shall be provided to the GDA.  The plan shall be reviewed and signed by all personnel involved with the lift.





	Page Q-19:  Critical lift:  a non-routine crane lift requiring detailed planning and additional or unusual safety precautions.  Critical lifts include lifts made when the load weight is 75% of the rated capacity of the crane; lifts that require the load will be lifted, swung, or placed out of the operator’s view; lifts made with more than one crane; lifts using more than one hoist; lifts involving non-routine or technically difficult rigging arrangement; hoisting personnel with a crane or derrick; lifts involving hazardous materials (e.g., explosives, highly volatile substances); lifts involving submerged loads; lifts without the use of outriggers using on-rubber tire load charts; lifts where the center of gravity could change; or any lift that the lift or crane operator believes should be considered critical.
