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Something very near and dear to our hearts right now is EMERGENCY RECOVERY OPERATIONS.  Many significant changes pertain to this topic and can be found in Appendix B in the USACE Safety and Health Requirements Manual (EM 385-1-1), dated 03 Nov 2003.  We want to highlight a related topic that we are having to remain diligent in complying with.





APPENDIX B.


 4. QUALIFICATIONS OF GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES.


a.  …Prior to assignment to deployment teams and prior to voluntary deployment assignments, the GDA shall ensure employees are medically screened and/or examined by a licensed physician.


	(1) The medical screening and/or examination will provide the basis for a determination of fitness for deployment…   





We have to have all response personnel registered and cleared in ENGLINK prior to deployment (to include current immunizations, i.e. tetanus/diptheria, Hepatitis A series, etc).    Here is the link:  https://englink.usace.army.mil/
